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HOST COUNTRY AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATION
FOR MIGRATION

The GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC (“the Host Government™),
on the one hand, and the INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATION FOR MIGRATION
(“the Organization™ or “IOM") on the other hand. hereinafier together referred to as
“the Parties™;

RECALLING the Agreement between the Greek Government and the Organization
(originally designated as the “Provisional Intergovernmental Committee for the
Movement of Migrants from Europe™). including its Supplement and Annex, signed
in Athens on 17 April 1952 and on 12 August 1952, respectively:

DESIROUS of further strengthening and developing the friendly relations and
cooperation between the Host Government and the Organization;

NOTING that the [OM Council adopted on 26 November 2013 Resolution No. 1266
(CIII) that “Calls on Member States. Observer States and other States where the
Organization has activities to grant the Organization privileges and immunities
substantively similar to those that the United Nations specialized agencies are entitled
to in accordance with the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the
Specialized Agencies (1947)™:

RECALLING that, on 19 September 2016. IOM and the United Nations signed a
relationship agreement, approved by the General Assembly in Resolution 70/296, and
by the IOM Council in Resolution No. 1317 and that the Organization is thereby a
related organization of the United Nations which shall function as an independent,
autonomous and non-normative international organization in the working relationship
with the United Nations established by the Agreement, noting its essential elements
and attributes defined by the Council of the International Organization for Migration
as per its Council Resolution No. 1309;

CONSIDERING that the purpose and functions ot the Organization and the activities
carried out by the Organization warrant the granting by the lost Government to the
Organization of privileges and immunities similar to those that the specialized
agencies of the United Nations are entitled to in accordance with the provisions of the
Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Specialized Agencies of 21
November 1947:

NOTING that the Hellenic Republic is a Member State of the Organization:

HAVE AGREED as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of this Agreement. the following definitions shall apply:

“Organization™ or “IOM™ means the International Organization for Migration:
“Host Government™ means the Government of the Iellenic Republic:
“Competent authorities™ means central. local, and other competent authorities
under the laws and regulations of the Hellenic Republic;

“Convention™ means the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the
Specialized Agencies of 21 November 1947, to which the Hellenic Republic
acceded on 21 June 1977;

“Office of the Organization™ means the organizational unit through which the
Organization operates in the Hellenic Republic. including any sub-oftice:
“Chiefl of Mission™ means the head of the Office of the Organization;

“Officials of the Organization™ means all staff members of the Organization.
employed under the Unified Staff Regulations of the Organization, irrespective
of nationality, with the exception of persons who are locally recruited and
assigned to hourly rates, as provided in United Nations General Assembly
Resolution 76(1) of 7 December 1946;

“Dependent members™ means children under the age of 20 forming part of the
household;

“Long-term residence status™ means the residence status of non-Greek nationals
who have been residing legally in the Hellenic Republic for at least five years.
and have acquired the right to long-term residence in the Hellenic Republic in
accordance with the applicable laws of the Hellenic Republic:

“Senior officials™ means all Officials of the Organization appointed at the P3
level and above:

“Experts on Mission™ means persons performing missions for the Organization
coming within the scope of provision 3 of Annex [ to the Convention:
“Organization’s personnel”™ means Officials of the Organization and Experts on
Mission.

Article 2
Purpose of this Agreement

This Agreement embodies the conditions under which the Organization shall. within
its mandate, cooperate with the Host Government. establish and/or maintain an Office
in the Hellenic Republic. and carry out its mandate and functions as set forth in
Article 1 of the IOM Constitution in the Hellenic Republie, as well as sets forth the
privileges and immunities and facilities of IOM in the Hellenic Republic.
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Article 3
Establishment and Operation of the Office of the Organization

1. Cooperation between the Host Government and IOM shall be carried out in
accordance with the Constitution of 10M and the relevant decisions of 10M’s
Governing Bodies. subject to the approval of the Hellenic Republic and to the
availability of funds. In particular. the Organization shall implement in the Hellenic
Republic migration programmes covering a wide range of interventions aiming to not
only address emerging needs and offer immediate relief but to provide sustainable
solutions and ensure the well-being of an ever more diverse population of migrants
and other persons falling under [OM’s mandate. Without prejudice to future
programmes and activities, the work of the Organization in the Hellenic Republic
shall be organized around two main pillars. namely Emergency Response and
Migration Management, which may include among others, activities such as Site
Management, Livelihoods, Iealth and Protection. Integration. Return and Relocation.
Technical Support, capacity building, advisory services. migration information, and
counter-trafficking.

2. The Host Government welcomes that the Organization maintain an office in Athens
and a sub-office in Thessaloniki. The Organization may establish additional sub-
offices in cities other than Athens and Thessaloniki. as may be required in order to
implement its activities. upon notification through diplomatic channels and with the
written consent of the Host Government.

3. Upon request of the Organization. the Host Government may assist the Office of
the Organization in finding appropriate office premises. and may put them at the
disposal of the Office of the Organization free of charge. or at a nominal rent, alone or
in conjunction with other United Nations organizations.

Article 4
Cooperation modalities

1. Cooperation modalities between the Partics concerning the implementation of
presently envisaged or future programmes shall be agreed upon in writing between the
Host Government or its competent authorities and the Organization.

2. For the purposes of this Agreement with regard to consultations with the Host
Government. the Organization shall be represented by the Chief of Mission.
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Article 5
Juridical personality

The Organization shall possess in the Hellenic Republic juridical personality.
pursuant to Article 22 of the Constitution of the Organization. In particular. it shall
have the capacity. in accordance with national law:

a) to contract:

b) to acquire and dispose of immovable and movable property:
c) to receive and disburse private and public funds: and

d) to institute legal proceedings.

Article 6
Privileges and Immunities

1. The Host Government shall apply. muwtatis mutandis, to the Organization, its
premises, property. funds and assets. to the representatives of its Member States and
to 1ts Director General, Deputy Directors General, Officials and Experts on Mission
the relevant provisions of the Convention and provisions 2 and 3 of Annex | to the
Convention.

2. Without prejudice to paragraph 1 of this Article. the Host Government shall in
particular grant the privileges. immunities. rights and facilities provided in Articles 7
to 16 of this Agreement.

Article 7
Communications facilities

1. The Office of the Organization shall enjoy for its official communications
treatment not less favourable than is accorded by the IHost Government to other
United Nations specialized agencies with regard to priorities, rates and taxes on mails,
electronic mails. cables. radiogrammes. telefax. telephone as well as on any other
means of communications.

2. The Host Government shall secure the inviolability of the otficial communications
of the Office of the Organization. whatever the means of communication employed.
and shall not apply any censorship to such communications.

3. The Office of the Organization shall have the right to operate, effectively and free
of licence fees, communications equipment. including satellite facilities and to use
codes and to dispatch and receive correspondence by couriers and bags which shall
have the same privileges and immunities as diplomatic couriers and bags. The bags
must bear visibly the Organization’s emblems and may contain only documents or
articles intended for official use. and the courier shall be provided with a courier
certificate issued by the Organization.
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Article 8

Office of the Organization, property, including Intellectual Property, funds and
assets

1. IOM, its property, funds, and assets. wherever located and by whomsoever held,
shall be immune from every form of legal process except in so far as in any particular
case it has expressly waived its immunity: it being understood that this waiver shall
not extend to any measure of execution.

2. The premises of the Office of the Organization shall be inviolable. Officials of the
Hellenic Republic or persons exercising any public authority within the Hellenic
Republic shall not enter the premises of the Office of the Organization to perform any
official duties therein except with the consent of, and under the conditions approved
by, the Chief of Mission. In case of a fire or other emergency requiring prompt
protection action, the consent of the Chief of Mission to any necessary entry into the
premises shall be presumed if the latter cannot be reached in time.

3. The property. funds and assets of 1OM. wherever situated and by whomsoever held,
shall be immune from search, requisition. confiscation, expropriation and any other
form of interference. whether by exccutive, administrative, judicial or legislative
action.

4. The archives of the Organization. and in general all documents belonging to or held
by it, shall be inviolable.

5. The Organization, its property. income. funds and assets shall enjoy:
(a) Exemption from all direct taxes:
(b) Exemption from:

(i) all indirect taxes. within the scope of the Organization’s official activities in
the context of this Agreement. including VAT, and levies. fees, tolls and
duties. excluding real estate transfer tax, it being understood, however, that the
Office of the Organization shall not request exemption from taxes which are in
fact no more than charges for public utility services rendered by the competent
authorities or by a corporation under the laws and regulations of the Hellenic
Republic at a fixed rate according to the amount of services rendered, and
which can be specifically identified, described and itemized and it being
further understood that as regards the VAT exemption. the relevant procedure
for obtaining the exemption set out under the rules and regulations of the
Hellenic Republic in respect of European and International Organizations
having a seat in the country shall be applicable. provided they remain
consistent with Article [11, Section 10 of the Convention;
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(ii) custom duties. taxes. including VAT. prohibitions and restrictions, on
goods and materials of any type imported for its official use. since the
abovementioned goods and materials are imported in order to fulfill the
Organization’s mandate in the context of this Agreement. Regarding in
particular the supply of goods subject to excise duties intended for official use
by the Office of the Organization. the latter shall be exempt tfrom the payment
of custom duties, excise duties and VAT on the supply of goods in reasonable
quantities. The Minister of Finance of the Hellenic Republic. upon a proposal
of the Governor of the [ndependent Authority of Public Revenue (IAPR), shall
issuc a specific decision regarding reasonable quantities of the aforementioned
goods.

6. All papers. documents and materials relating to a project of the Organization in the
possession or under the control of the Organization’s personnel shall be deemed to be
documents and materials belonging to the Organization. Access to relevant documents
by the competent authorities shall be ensured in line with the cooperation modalities
as per Article 4, paragraph 1 of this Agreement.

7. The Organization shall not be subject to any financial controls. regulations or
moratoria and may freely:

a) Acquire from authorized commercial agencies. hold and use negotiable
currencies, maintain foreign-currency accounts and acquire through authorized
institutions, hold and use funds, securities and gold:

b) Bring funds, securities, toreign currencies and gold into the Hellenic Republic
from any other country, use them within the Hellenic Republic or transfer them to
other countrics.

8. Patent rights, copyrights and other similar intellectual property rights in any works
generated by or through the Organization in the Hellenic Republic shall be the
exclusive property of IOM subject only to such contractual arrangements as the
Organization may enter into with third parties. including the Host Government, with
regard to such patent rights, copyrights and other similar intellectual property rights.

Article 9
Vehicles of the Office of the Organization

1. The Office of the Organization shall be exempt from custom duties. registration
tax. VAT and any import restrictions on vehicles. imported or purchased by the Office
of the Organization and intended for its official use.

2. The Office of the Organization may freely dispose of these vehicles without any
prohibition or restriction and without any custom dutics and taxes after the expiry of a
five (5) year period from the date they were imported or purchased in the Hellenic
Republic.
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3. Vehicles intended for the official use of the Office of the Organization shall be
exempt from the annual circulation tax.

4. Upon request of the Organization. diplomatic plates shall be provided by the Host
Government for vehicles owned by the Organization for its official use. in accordance
with applicable regulations of the Hellenic Republic.

Article 10
Officials of the Organization

1. Officials of the Organization who do not have Greek nationality or long-term
residence status in the Hellenic Republic shall enjoy in the Hellenic Republic the
following facilities. privileges and immunities:

(a) Immunity from legal process in respect of words spoken or written and all acts
performed by them in their official capacity. such immunity to continue after
termination of employment with the Organization:

(b) Immunity from inspection and seizure of their official baggage:

(¢) Exemption from taxation on the salaries and emoluments paid to them by the
Organization in the Hellenic Republic. Immovable property belonging to persons
referred to above and situated in the Hellenic Republic shall not be exempt from
property taxes and inheritance tax in the Hellenic Republic:

(d) Exemption, with respect to themselves. their spouses or registered partners and
dependent members of their families, from immigration restrictions or alien
registration procedures, and from visa application fees. Where required. all visa
applications shall be processed by the Host Government without delay. provided
that the relevant documents are in order:

(e) In furtherance to the Organization’s mandate. the Host Government shall at all
times exempt Officials of the Organization from any restriction on movement to
the sites of the Organization’s projects in order to monitor all phases of their
implementation. under the conditions set out in the relevant domestic legislation:

() The same protection and repatriation facilities with respect to themselves. their
spouses or registered partners, and dependent members of their families as are
accorded in time of international crisis to diplomatic envoys:

(g) The right to import their furniture and effects for their personal use, free of
duties. taxes (including value-added and sales taxes) and other levies. prohibitions
and restrictions on imports, as follows:
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(i) The right to import or transfer from their last country of domicile or their
country of tax residence or the country of which they are nationals, free of
custom duties, VAT and without any prohibitions or restrictions, in respect of
their initial establishment, within two years of taking up their appointment with
the Office of the Organization and in maximum of two shipments, furniture and
personal effects. The customs clearance shall be effected upon lodgment of
import customs declaration along with the relevant document certified by the
competent authority. Officials of the Organization may export their furniture
and effects. free of duties, taxes (including value-added and sales taxes) and
other levies, prohibitions and restrictions upon termination of their functions in
the Hellenic Republic:

(i1) The right to import or transfer from another EU Member State or purchase
from internal market. or from another EU Member State or third country a
motor vehicle free of custom duties. registration tax and VAT, in accordance
with existing regulations of the Hellenic Republic applicable to members of
diplomatic missions of comparable ranks. This right to import a motor vehicle
shall be renewable every four (4) years under the condition that such vehicle
shall be donated to the Hellenic Republic or at least the half of the sale price of
the latter shall be paid to the Hellenic Republic. The terms and conditions for
the implementation of the above provisions shall be determined by a specific
Decision ot the Minister of Finance following a proposal by the Governor of the
Independent Authority for Public Revenue (IAPR);

(iii) The right to import or transfer from another EUJ Member State or purchase
from internal market reasonable quantities of certain articles for personal use or
consumption and not for gift or sale free of custom duties. excise duties and
VAT. The annual quotas of fuels and other articles subject to excise duties that
can be imported or supplied with the exemption provided in this subparagraph
shall be determined by a specific Decision of the Minister of Finance following
a proposal by the Governor of the Independent Authority for Public Revenue
(TIAPR).

(h) Exemption from annual circulation tax and luxury tax on vehicles. The
exemption from annual circulation taxes shall be granted for one motor vehicle.

2. Officials of Greek nationality or with long-term residence status in the Hellenic
Republic shall enjoy only those privileges and immunities provided for in Article VI.
Section 19 of the Convention. Officials of Greek nationality shall be granted during
their appointment temporary deferments from fulfilling their national service
obligations, provided that such deferments shall be confined to Officials whose names
have. by reason of their duties, been placed upon a list compiled by the Chief of
Mission and notified to the Host Government.
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3. The categories of Officials and the names of the Officials included in these
categories. assigned to the Office of the Organization. shall be made known to the
IHost Government. at least every six months.

4. At the request of the Chief of Mission, the Host Government shall issue
identification cards and. if required. residence permits to the Officials of the
Organization. excluding nationals and persons with long-term residence status.
certifying their status under this Agreement and validity for residence and multiple
entries until the end of the mission.

5. Upon the demand of an authorized official of the competent authoritics, persons
being issued identification cards in accordance with paragraph 4 shall be required to
present, but not to surrender. their identification cards.

Article 11
Chief of Mission and senior officials

The Chief of Mission and other senior officials who do not have Greek nationality or
long-term residence status in the Hellenic Republic shall enjoy. while in the Hellenic
Republic, in respect of themselves. their spouses or registered partners and dependent
members of their family under the age of 18, the privileges. immunities and facilities
normally accorded to diplomatic envoys in the Hellenic Republic. For this purpose the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall include their names in the Diplomatic List.

Article 12
Experts on Mission

1. Experts on Mission shall be granted the privileges and immunities specified in
provision 3 of Annex I to the Convention.

2. Experts on Mission shall be granted exemption from taxation in the Hellenic
Republic on the salaries and emoluments paid to them by the Organization.

3. Experts on Mission of Greek nationality or with long-term residence status in the
Hellenic Republic shall enjoy only those privileges and immunities provided for in
provision 3 of Annex 1 to the Convention.

Article 13
United Nations Laissez-Passer, Certificates and Visas

1. The Host Government shall recognize and accept the United Nations laissez-passer
issued to the Organization’s Officials as a valid travel document.

2. Applications for visas, where required, from holders of the United Nations laissez-
passer, when accompanied by a certificate or confirmation from the Office of the

Organization that they are travelling on the business of IOM. shall be dealt with as
speedily as possible.

3. Similar facilities to those specified in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article shall be
accorded to Experts on Mission and other persons who. though not holders of United
Nations laissez-passer. have a certificate that they are travelling on the business of the
Organization.

Article 14
Flag, Emblem and Markings

The Organization shall be entitled to display the 10M flag, logo, emblem and
markings. on the premises of the Office of the Organization and on vehicles used for
official purposes.

Article 15
Access to the Labour Market for Family Members
and Issuance of Visas, Identification Cards and Residence Permits to Household
Employees

1. The competent authorities shall grant identification cards and. it required. residence
permits with access to dependent work to the spouses or registered partners of
Officials of the Organization whose duty station is in the Hellenic Republic. The
regulations of the Hellenic Republic shall apply in connection to granting of such
residence permits. Insofar as the abovementioned persons engage in gainful
occupation, privileges and immunities shall not apply in relation to such occupation.

2. The competent authorities shall issue identification cards, visas and residence
permits and any other documents, where required. provided that the relevant
documents are in order, to dependent members and household employees of Officials
of the Organization as speedily as possible.

Article 16
Social Security

1. Officials of the Organization who participate to the social security scheme
established by the IOM Staff Regulations and Rules. irrespective of nationality. shall
be exempt from the social security scheme provisions of the Hellenic Republic
regarding mandatory coverage and compulsory social security contributions,
concerning exclusively their employment with IOM during their appointment at [OM.

2. Officials of the Organization who are not eligible to or who have been permitted by
the Organization to not participate in the social security scheme established by the
IOM Staff Regulations and Rules. including Chapter VI thereof, shall be subject to
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the social security scheme provisions of the Hellenic Republic on mandatory coverage
and compulsory contributions concerning their employment with I[OM during their
appointment at [OM. IOM shall be liable. in respect of such Officials of the
Organization, to withhold and pay social security contributions according to national
social security legislation.

Artiele 17
Waiver of immunities

The privileges and immunities accorded under the present Agreement are granted in
the interests of the Organization, and not for the personal benefit of the persons
concerned. The Director General ol the Organization shall have the right and the
obligation to waive the immunity of any of the Organization’s personnel in any
particular case where. in his or her opinion, such immunity would impede the course
of justice and can be waived without prejudice to the interests of the Organization.

Article 18
Settlement of Disputes

Without prejudice to Article IX. Section 32 of the Convention. any dispute between
the Host Government and the Organization arising out of or relating to this
Agreement shall be settled amicably by negotiation or other agreed modes of
settlement, failing which such dispute shall be submitted to arbitration at the request
of either Party. Fach Party shall appoint one arbitrator, and the two arbitrators so
appointed shall appoint a third. who shall be the chairperson. If within thirty days of
the request for arbitration either Party has not appointed an arbitrator or if within
fifteen days of the appointment of two arbitrators the third arbitrator has not been
appointed, either Party may request the President of the International Court of Justice
to appoint an arbitrator. All decisions of the arbitrators shall require a vote of two of
them. The procedure of the arbitration shall be fixed by the arbitrators, and the
expenses of the arbitration shall be borne by the Parties as assessed by the arbitrators.
The arbitral award shall contain a statement of the reasons on which it is based and
shall be accepted by the Parties as the final adjudication of the dispute.

Article 19
Cooperation with the competent authorities

1. Without prejudice to the privileges and immunities accorded by this Agreement, the
Organization shall cooperate at all times with the competent authorities to facilitate
the proper administration of justice, to secure the observance of police regulations and
to prevent the occurrence of any abuse in connection with the privileges. immunities
and facilities accorded to persons referred to in this Agreement.
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2. Without prejudice to the privileges, immunities and facilities accorded by this
Agreement. it is the duty of all persons enjoying such privileges and immunities to
respect the laws and regulations of the Hellenic Republic.

Article 20
Final provisions

1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the receipt of the last written
notification through diplomatic channels by which the Parties notify cach other that
their respective internal procedures required for its entry into force have been
completed. and shall continue to be in force until terminated under paragraph 3 of this
Article.

2. The provisions of this Agreement can be modified or revised at any time by joint
written agreement of the Parties. Consultations thereto shall be conducted at the
request of either Party. Any amendments shall enter into force in accordance with the
procedure for the entry into force of the Agreement itself.

3. This Agreement shall cease to be in force six months after either of the Parties
gives notice in writing to the other ol its decision to terminate this Agreement.

4. Upon its entry into force, this Agreement shall replace the Agreement between the
Greek Government and the Provisional Intergovernmental Committee for the
Movement of Migrants from Europe. including its Supplement and Annex signed in
Athens on 17 April 1952 and on 12 August 1952. respectively.
